Item 1: Administrative & By-Law Changes 
A) Motion to approve minutes of June 1, 2006 BOD Meeting (M: Stephanie, S: Al, all approve, Abstain: Jennifer, Adrienne)

B) By-law changes with John Gussman re: ability of the membership to call for a meeting of the Board. Motion to approve proposed by-law changes to section 6.2(c)  in the amount of “100 persons who meet the qualifications of membership as stated in Section 5.1” (M: Al S: Steve, all approve)

Item 3: Rockridge News 
A) No August issue. September issue to include two big meetings of import to the Rockridge community:         NCPC meeting, Albertson’s meeting

B) RNews CD – Mike T. says we can get everything on a single CD, but photos are low quality. Cy and Don are exploring increasing the resolution of the photos. 

C) RNews Ads – Losing local ads. Gaining new advertisers, but businesses are coming from further afield.

D) Clarification on policy for reviewing RNews prior to printing – Don will continue to send an electronic link to BOD members, who are encouraged to review it, but corrections/edits should go Cy (not to Don). Authors should contact Cy directly with input on their own articles. However, if there are concerns or objections about the publication of an article other than your own, contact Jessica.

Item 4: Fourth Bore 
Motion to reject the current DEA/EIR and vote to oppose the Caltrans proposal of a Fourth Bore to the Caldecott Tunnel. (M: Mike, S: Stephanie, all approve)

a. In regard to the letter of opposition drafted by the RCPC, author must double-check the geographic boundaries and population of Rockridge.

b. Kent requests a review of the RCPC letter and the recommendation of any additional mitigations as soon as possible (by Saturday, July 9).

Item 5: Neighborhood Safety 

NCPC Report: Crime trends down. Town Hall at Rockridge Library on July 20, 2006 (meeting to include introduction from Lieutenant Meeks, self defense techniques, and home security tips from Reed Security)

Item 6: Website 

A) General suggestions included simplifying the site, making a clear association with the RCPC, and incorporating community message boards, as well as an intranet for RCPC forums. 

B) Timetable: Forum could go up in time to announce in the September issue of the RNews.

C) BOD members and committee chairs should submit anything they would like to see on the site as soon as  possible. 

Item 7: Land Use Committee 

A) Update on current projects: Asian noodle house going into former Double Rainbow space. No update on former Crème da la Crème site.

B) Hiroko met with Hayes Valley planning council to discuss conditional use criteria. Jane and Justin interested in this system for deciding CUPs.

C) Albertson’s/Cerebrus Town Hall meeting scheduled for July 27. Justin may attend. Cerebrus has been invited. Opportunity to elicit issues/concerns from the community. Also a good opportunity to figure out how we want to engage with Jane about this project.

D) Clarification: Land Use Corner to provide an opportunity to let community know about land use issues in Rockridge. Jessica and Cy request that Hiroko provide more context for specific land use issues, as opposed to bullet points. Hiroko’s mention of a grant application was pulled from this section of the RNews because the BOD needs to approve Hiroko’s pursuance of an Urban Land Institute Grant (LUC can explore the grant, but must be approved by the BOD).

Item 8: Subcommittees & Community Projects 
A) College Avenue Benches Plaques: Jessica to follow up with Zach.

B) FORL/Rockridge Champion: Annette to email blurb about the Rockridge Champion for edits. FORL soliciting people to come out in support of the library master plan in front of the Rules Committee on July 11 at 6pm and in front of the Life Enrichment committee, July 13, at 10am. Annette requests RCPC letter in support of air conditioning for the Rockridge Library.

C) BART Improvements Update: About 23 people attended; good, robust conversation. There will be an UnderBart Committee that Stephanie will coordinate. Meeting attendees would like to see an inclusive short- and long-term plan for the BART plaza. Stephanie compiled vision statement based on the meeting. Stephanie to start a Yahoo group around the topic. Sara Wilson said she would put a monitor outside of Cactus Taqueria with real-time train schedules.

D) Stephanie is working with Fairview Park to do some community mitigation with Jack in the Box. Meeting with Zach in July to formalize requests. 

E) Pedestrian and Traffic Safety: A second, more detailed, study planned for Broadway to reduce traffic. Steve was able to get a meeting with Jane to look at some Rockridge area traffic issues on July 17th at 3pm.
